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Project Details 

Although this was a relatively small project, great care had to be taken to avoid 

damage to the underground carpark and its contents which meant preparation was 

key. This included:  

¶ ΨtroppingΩ ǳǇ ǘƘŜ ǿƻǊƪ ŀǊŜŀ from inside the carpark to allow for the 
vibration and additional weight of the excavators. 

¶ Relocating all vehicles from underneath the work area. 

¶ Protection of all voids. 

¶ Water feature service disconnection. 
 
After the preparation was complete and the area was safe, using a breaker on a 5t 
excavator, the granite was lightly split into large pieces and carried to a safe area 
away from the carpark and broken into smaller pieces ready to be recycled. The 
areas around each plinth was then excavated leaving the concrete base for the 
plinths. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 

 

 

 

Due to the sensitivity of the carpark below, the concrete had to be drilled and wire 

sawed into smaller pieces and taken away to be recycled.  
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Once all of the concrete had been removed down to the original waterproofing, it 

was resealed and waterproofed to avoid any more leaks into the carpark. Once we 

were satisfied, each area was stoned up and finished with 60mm base and 30mm 

surface course tarmac.
